Because of the economy, we had an amazing year at the museum with both an impressive list of 

accomplishments and a huge level of community response to our public programs. Museum visitation more than 
doubled this year. Like all non-profits we were impacted by the economy and operated on less money in 2009. 

But, rather than shrink our services we stepped up public programming to provide additional free events and 

increased off-site activities.  Our greater community needed the free opportunities that the museum could 
provide. Using our dollars wisely we continued to stretch resources through partnerships that leveraged 

additional in-kind and cash support. We survived a very tough fiscal year. ‘Tis the season for giving and I ask 

that you please include the museum in your year end gifts so we can continue to serve our greater community. 

 
2009 marked a double anniversary milestone at the museum. We celebrated the Centennial of our 1909 Carnegie 

Library Building and the 45th Anniversary of the museum by creating a state-wide initiative, the Carnegie 

Library Consortium of Washington. (Have you gotten your copy of Mr. Carnegie’s Grand Tour yet? Visit the 
museum or the website for more information.) Andrew Carnegie re-enactor George Dauler gave ten free public 

performances in Clark and Skamania Counties. We completed the fourth season of our First Thursday Museum 

After Hours program which provided 10 free lectures ranging in topics from cartographer/explorer David 

Thompson, Carnegie Libraries, the regeneration of the pumice plain on Mount St. Helens, the Mickey Mouse 
Club and Women’s Suffrage.  Seattle actress Toni Douglas portrayed the infamous women’s suffragist Mae 

Arkwright Hutton at our annual Women’s History Month Tea and we brought in two traveling exhibits and 

completed the fourth season of our annual Architectural Walking Tour program. More than 2000 people 
attended our sixth annual Harvest Fun Day. We awarded our third annual Richard A. Anderson Memorial 

History Day Scholarships and digitized a quarter of the museum’s photographic collection. Boomer! won the 

2009 Excellence in Exhibits Award and museum volunteer Karen Washabaugh won the Individual Excellence 

Award from the Washington Museums Association. We secured five grants to assist with the cost of public 

programming. 

 

We achieve all of this with a lean, paid staff that equals three full-time-equivalent employees and 9,800 
volunteer hours. We are grateful for all the in-kind donations we receive from local businesses and the donations 

of time we receive from the community. However, it also takes cash to maintain and grow a museum collection 

and to continue to provide quality programs for the public. We hope you share in our excitement as we bring a 
broad selection of new programs and services to our greater community in 2010. Enclosed is a donation remit
